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1. Dear Sir/Madam, 
In the article “tytuł z linkiem do strony” (data) autor artykułu  refers to ‘dokładny cytat użytej frazy”. Such wording is unfortunate and distorts the truth about the Holocaust.
There were no Polish concentration or extermination camps during World War II. Camps were set up and administered by Germany on its own territory as well as in occupied Europe, including occupied Poland. The Polish government never collaborated with the German occupiers and went into exile in Paris and later in London to continue the fight. Moreover, Poles constituted the largest national group among those who rescued Jews – the Righteous Among the Nations, with more than 6,600 of over 26,000 honoured by Yad Vashem. Therefore, referring to ‘Polish camps‘ or ‘camps in Poland’ is inaccurate, giving the mistaken impression they were run or in any form accepted by Poland or the Polish people.

 2. Dear Sir/Madam,
I am writing to you to express my concern about the expression “dokładny cytat użytej frazy” used in the article titled “tytuł z linkiem do strony” (data) by autor artykułu  in tytuł gazety/portalu. 
Bearing in mind all the sufferings Poland went through during Second World War, I would like to ask you to refrain from using the adjective “Polish” when describing concentration/death camps that were conceived, built and run by Nazi Germany during the war in occupied Poland. Using the term “Polish death camp” is very harmful to Poland and Polish people. I believe you would agree with me that it might leave doubt in minds of [nationality] readers, especially the young people, as who established and operated those camps. As Poland was the first country to be attacked by Nazi Germany and Poles were the first prisoners of most the concentration camps where nearly all the Polish Jews were murdered, the use of an expression “Polish camp” is offensive to Polish people. 
Under these circumstances I expect that on the nearest edition of the tytuł gazety/portalu you will print a statement with correction as well as correct the title of the article in on-line version instantly. Only through veritable and solid information we may fight with ignorance and professionally inform about the history of the WWII.
3. Remember, in Nazi German-occupied Poland 1939-45 there were only Nazi German concentration/extermination/internment camps!  
Poland was the first country attacked by Germans in September 1st 1939. German occupiers launched immediately the policy of extermination of Jews and Poles. Poland was  completely devastated by Germans during World War II and Poles did not have any control over occupied Polish territory. Unlike many European counties, there was no Polish collaboration government and there were no SS divisions formed by Polish volunteers. 
The Polish people opposed the German occupation of Poland. The Polish Underground State (resistance movement in World War II), with the Polish Home Army at its forefront, was the largest underground resistance in all of Nazi Germany occupied Europe and  the Polish government-in-exile was based in London.
It should be mentioned that Poland is a country whose citizens constitute the largest national group within the Righteous Among the Nations recognized by Yad Vashem Institute. Over 6.500 of Poles were honored and awarded the title - more than those of any other nation. You should know that hiding Jews in German-occupied Poland was a death-penalty offence during that period nevertheless many Poles risked not only their own lives  but also the lives of their families – to rescue Jews from the German Nazis. Thousands of Poles  have been killed for helping their neighbours and fellow countrymen – persecuted Jews during World War II. 
In 2007 the UNESCO World Heritage Committee approved a change in the entry for the remains of the Auschwitz concentration camp. The previous name, “Auschwitz Concentration Camp,” has been changed to “Auschwitz-Birkenau. The Nazi German Concentration and Extermination Camp (1940-1945)” in order to make clearer that the concentration camp was built and operated by Germany. 
The historically erroneous terms such as "Polish concentration camp" and "Polish death camp" from time to time are used in international media, and by public figures and politicians, in reference to Auschwitz and other German extermination camps built by the Germans during World War II. The use of these misleading and insulting terms confuses impressionable and undereducated popular media users worldwide, leading them to believe that the Holocaust was carried out by Poland, rather than Germany.
These defamation phrases are used for two reasons: first is the ignorance and lack of essential historical knowledge and thoughtless pandering to anti-Polish propaganda. Second is the malevolence and ill will intended to destroy the good name and image of Poland and the Polish people worldwide. 
We do not believe that in all cases the use of these terms  is guided by malice, but falsifying history and spreading lies about Poland and Poles should be considered as defamatory and libel and can not go unanswered.
The Wall Street Journal, The New York Times, The San Francisco Chronicle, Yahoo! Inc., and The Associated Press have changed their style guides prohibiting the use of the historically erroneous and misleading phrase "Polish concentration camps”.
The above-mentioned deceitful term is not only racist but constitutes also the crime of hate speech directed against Poland and Polish people. Blaming people for acts and crimes they did not commit and attributing negative qualities and characteristic to them directly constitute racism. 
So please remember, the German occupier who invaded Poland in September 1939 established the camps to carry out mass genocide and extermination of people of various ethnic backgrounds – Jews, Roma, Poles and other Slavs. The concentration/extermination/death/internment camps located in German-occupied Poland were established and  managed by the Germans.  
Due to recent years of considerable use of these terms, Ministry of Culture and National Heritage of the Republic of Poland signed recently the Memorandum of Understanding with Dentons - large, internationally operating law firm. In the future in such cases the Polish State will take legal action against the slanderers.
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
